The 16th Annual Tatura Rotary Community Art Show is being held on the King’s Birthday weekend in
June 2025

It opens with a Gala evening on Friday night 6th June, then is open 10am to 5pm daily until close at
2pm Monday 9% June.

They are also emailed to artists on our data base, please feel free to pass on to others in your circle
of influence. If you do not wish to receive this advice in future, please let us know.

Entries must be received by Friday 16" May 2025. No late entries will be accepted.

Categories: You may enter in any of the categories as listed on the entry form.

No other mediums will be accepted. Ceramics must be Art Show quality pieces.

All entries must be originals by the Artist, of Art Show quality, be available for sale and preferably,
must be new to this show and not exhibited in previous years.

All art works must be ready to be displayed, with a wire to enable it to be hung. If there is no wire
fitted to the back of the work it will not be displayed.

The Art Show Curator and Committee reserves the right to decide if a work is not suitable for
display.

Entry Costs: All entries are $10 per piece. Art submitted as a mural of 3 pieces will be charged
separately for each piece.

All artists will be issued with 2 free weekend passes to the show — not valid for opening night.
Entertainment is part of opening night, that does not allow organisers to offer complimentary entry.

Payment for Entries: Payment must accompany the entry form by cash, money order or can be paid
by Direct Deposit, details are on the Entry Form. Payment by Direct Deposit must have your name in
the payer section so your payment can be identified.

Delivery/Collection: All works must be delivered to Tatura Victory Hall, 81 Hogan St Tatura,
between 9am — 1pm on Wednesday 4™ June or 9am — 1pm Thursday 5% June

If there is very good reason why you cannot make the proposed delivery time, arrangements for
delivery at other times may be considered on agreement. Please contact the Co-ordinator

All work sold or unsold must remain on display until the end of the Art Show.

Collection is from 2pm — 4pm Monday 9% June.
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Payment for Sales: The Rotary Club of Tatura is a Service Club and general fund raiser for charities
and does not submit GST returns. The Club will provide you with a direct deposit to your nominated
bank account for 80% of the selling price. Please take this into account when you are pricing your
work. It you have sold items Rotary Tatura will request your bank details to arrange payment.

For example: You nominated a painting selling price of $1000.00 and the work sells, we will then pay
you the amount of $800.00, being 80% of the sale price net.
During the Art Show all works exhibited must be for sale at the price stipulated on the entry form.

Best in Show: Most popular Art Works are selected by the public and sponsored prizes are awarded
for 1t and 2", There is no formal professional judging of the art work.

TERMS & CONDITIONS

The Rotary Club of Tatura shall take all reasonable care to reduce any risk, loss or damage to any
property or exhibits, the entrant accepts and understands that the Rotary Club of Tatura bears no
responsibility for any such loss or damage.

The entrant understands and accepts any damage or loss of any exhibit howsoever and whenever
occurring, whether in transit, on display, in storage or otherwise, shall be the sole responsibility of
the exhibitor.

It is a condition of Rotary Australia that all entries must be accompanied by the signed Release &
Indemnity form attached with your Entry Form.

This is not a change of conditions, we have always advised on our entry forms that the Rotary Club
will take all possible care however it is not responsible for any damage.

The change is that this must now be issued as a separate document and you must sign that you
understand this requirement.
